Courses: 
Advanced-level AECP (ESL) students who have demonstrated academic ability are eligible to enroll part-time in credit classes at Arizona State University while completing English language instruction.

Bridge Program

Currently this is an ESL-ONLY program eventually students may be able to matriculate at ASU on the following basis:

Possible without taking an additional TOEFL (although students can also qualify with 500 PBT/173 CBT/61 IBT). Students who complete the highest level of ESL with a grade of A or B are eligible for enrollment at ASU. Students who hope to place into Advanced 1 or 2 would likely have to have an iBT of at least 57 before entering.

Concurrent Enrollment 

Concurrent enrollment is possible for one ASU course, and only for students in the AECP Advanced 2 level--twelve hours/ week of classes at AECP plus one 3-credit ASU course.
