The Academic English Program is designed to help international students make rapid progress toward their academic language goals. Students wishing to attend an American university benefit from this program. 

Bridge to Academic Program 
TOEFL waiver program (not TOEFL Re-write). Students who complete highest level ESL are eligible for enrollment at CSU (must follow normal application process to university). Must place into at least Intermediate level 2 in first semester in order to have the possibility to enroll at CSU in the second semester. All IEP students enrolled at CSU must co-enroll in a “Strategies for Academic Success” at IEP during their first semester at CSU. In the past, IEP have found that in order to place into Intermediate level 2, students must have at least a 61 IBT, but not all students at that TOEFL level have placed into Intermediate level 2. 

Conditional Admission: 

· Students with good academic records but with a TOEFL score between 450 - 524 (41 - 70 IBT) MAY receive conditional admission.
