The English Language Institute’s (ELI) first-class teachers will help you reach your goals. Students benefit from a range of interactive courses that focus on grammar, reading, writing, speaking and listening. Students also choose elective classes that allow their creative minds to grow. 
Bridge to Academic Program 

Students who are enrolled in level 4 and level 5 can take the Bridge Program. Students must have a G.P.A. of 3.0 (B) or higher. In addition, they are required to write a letter of request to the director of the English Language Institute. Those who are selected are supported with an advisory class in the English Language Institute. Undergraduate students can be conditionally admitted to the University of Montana. When students achieve one of the criteria below, they may enter the University of Montana. Students without conditional admission can apply to enter the university after they have met one of the criteria below.    

1. Receive a recommendation from the Institute based on your English ability.  This means students finish the semester with a grade point average of 3.67 (A-) or higher in Level 4 or 5 and demonstrate superior ability on a checklist of academic skills.

2.  Receive a recommendation from the Institute based on your combined English ability and TOEFL score.  This means that students finish the semester with a grade point average of 3.67 (A-) or higher in Level 4 or 5 and a documented TOEFL score of 480 (pBT) or 54 (iBT), or students finish the semester with a grade point average of 3.0 (“B”) or higher in Level 4 or 5 and a documented TOEFL score of 490 (pBT) or 57 (iBT).

3.  Receive an acceptable TOEFL score.  Achieve a score of 500 or higher on an ELI-administered paper-based TOEFL (pBT), or achieve a score of 61 or higher on the Internet-based TOEFL (iBT).
